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Bible Study Interaction Notes

   Philippians 1:21-30

God is not finished with me yet!

He still wants me to hang around on earth.

Since I am consigned to remain here, I will do all
that I can to help you grow and mature in your faith
and service for God.  I will help you enjoy your faith!

It is my earnest hope and lifelong goal to help all
of my brothers and sisters in Christ experience joy
in their relationship to God and understand that
this relationship is not based on bondage but on
the incredible, unfathomable love of God.

Since you are King’s kids, act like it.  If you have 
trouble doing so in your own strength, simply tell
God that you are trying (even if you are not having
success).  God promises to help you achieve
victory over sin and selfishness.  He actually does
not expect you to achieve perfection in your own
strength.  However, He cannot help you if you do
not communicate with Him frequently and honestly!

Do not let others’ words or deeds sway your
convictions about right living and right speech
patterns.  Sometimes being true to your faith is
very, very difficult.  BUT KEEP TRYING!

Philippians 1:21-30

21  For to me, to live is Christ and to die is gain.  22  If
I am to go on living in the body, this will mean fruitful
labor for me. Yet what shall I choose? I do not know!
23  I am torn between the two: I desire to depart and
be with Christ, which is better by far; 24  but it is more
necessary for you that I remain in the body.  

25  Convinced of this, I know that I will remain, and
I will continue with all of you for your progress and
joy in the faith, 26  so that through my being with
you again your joy in Christ Jesus will overflow on
account of me.  27  Whatever happens, conduct
yourselves in a manner worthy of the gospel of
Christ. Then, whether I come and see you or only
hear about you in my absence, I will know that you
stand firm in one spirit, contending as one man for
the faith of the gospel 

28  without being frightened in any way by those who
oppose you. This is a sign to them that they will be
destroyed, but that you will be saved--and that by God.

I say is honest; nothing I say is crooked or false.
